2011 Ladies & Mixed League Rules
1. A $15.00 league entry fee is to be paid at the beginning of the season. Each week $3.00 will be collected from each league member to participate in league. This money will go toward our end of year Ladies/Mixed League Tournament. The money collected each week will be tracked and will be given back to the winners of the tournament. All league players must play 10 weeks in order to be eligible to participate in the final tournament. No exceptions to the number of league games that must be played.

2. If you would like to participate in our weekly SKINS GAMES the cost is $3.00/person.

The money will be divided based on the number of holes that one person scores lowest (hole in one, eagle, birdie or possibly a par could win a hole).

For example: If there are 20 people playing SKINS, that means that there is $60.00 in the kitty.  If there are three holes with individual winners the kitty is divided by three. A hole in one does not automatically win the skins kitty, just the hole that they aced. If there is no winner that week, the money in that night’s skins kitty will be carried over to the following week and will be added to the kitty.

3. Closest to the Pin or Longest Drive costs $2.00/person.This option is available to all league members after 3pm (because of problems with non-league members putting their names on the card). Each week the hole will change, but will be posted on the league board. 

4. All Royal Canadian Golf Association rules apply.

5. All local rules apply.

6. All score cards for league must be attested (preferably by another league member).

7. It is the golfers responsibility to be sure of the weekly game before teeing off.  Sometimes the games may change from Regular Stroke play to Three Club Night, or other decided games. Three Club Night includes your putter as one of your three clubs.  

8. Hole rating & handicaps are unofficial and for league use only.  These handicaps are to be used to make up the teams for the final Ladies/Mixed League tournament. To decide the teams, players with the lowest handicaps are the captains. Other members are placed in teams according to their handicaps. 

9. If it rains, there must be eight league players (two foursomes) that participate in order for the league score to count. Money given towards the kitty and closest to pin etc. will be carried over to the following week.
